SPRINTERS

VJ operates two (2) Dodge Sprinters, one white and one black. These
vans are capable of carrying 9 passengers not including the dinesr.
are NOT designed to carry wheelchairs. The standard control layout is
different than many vehicles and we will cover these hands on. You
mustkeep in mind that both of these Sprinters are diesel powered and
that only diesel fuel is used for refueling

trolley which must be connected before moving. The van is a senior
citizen as far as vehicles go, so treat it kindly.
